HOW SUCCESSFULLY INCLUSIVE SOCIETY IS BEING IMPLEMENTED IN
KAZAKHSTAN?
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Abstract. The implementation of inclusive society is the imperative of the time and is the necessity for
contemporary Kazakhstan. The main objective of this research is identify the level of realization of inclusive society in
Kazakhstan. The qualitative structured interviews are conducted on one parent of disabled child, three disabled people.
The quantitative method is a survey with 10 questions which has taken by 47 students and 16 teachers of NIS in
Kazakhstan. The results of these methods revealed that more than half of students and half of teachers are ready to
inclusion and believe that study or work with them will have no impact to their performance or productivity. Favorably,
many disabled people do not have many problems in the society. Moreover, there are enough conditions for people with
limited abilities. In conclusion, the implementation of inclusive society in Kazakhstan is giving successful results.

What is an inclusive society? It is a society in which there are no concepts of words such as
discrimination by race, gender, ethnicity, irrespective of age, origin, disability, religion and economic
or another status. It is a society in which no ones’ rights have been violated and every single person
feels valued and provided with an equal opportunity for cure and relevant participation in all aspects
of society. The main principles of inclusive society are the acceptance of diversity, elimination of
marginalization and social exclusion.

In recent ages, the inclusion of all has become the priority of many countries, also of
Kazakhstan. Kazakhstan had begun its realisation from 1999, The National Scientific and Practical
Centre for Correctional Pedagogy, together with UNESCO, implemented a project on inclusive
education, and in 2002, with the support of the Soros Foundation in Kazakhstan held a scientific and
practical conference on inclusive education. It was the first step in the implementation of inclusive
society in Kazakhstan.

In 2016, there were over 16 thousand children with disabilities that are integrated into the
environment of their normally developing peers, of which more than 3,000 preschool children attend
395 kindergartens; more than 12,000 school-age children attend 769 secondary schools (Beisenbaeva,
2016). Furthermore, studies of Reichart et al. (1989) emphasized that the communication between
children with and without disabilities was better in facilitating positive social relationships (as cited
in Khamidulina, 2018).

According to the results of survey, conditions for people with disabilities in Aktobe that people

know are mostly ramps in public places and special elevators in buildings.

To another question about the effect of an inclusive job to teachers’ productivity, answers were
strong psychological impact on workers, their slowness and the requirement thorough material and
moral preparation, however, others said that it will not affect their productivity because they have the
same right and are capable of great things and because of the presence of the support to each other. In
Students’ case, the inclusive education has an impact on their academic performance because of an
increase in the complexity of education, the need for different program, their slowness in learning
and that teachers are more likely to devote a lot of time to children with disabilities while others
consider reverse because in their opinion, people are equal, the same and children’s academic
performance depends only on them as new education program in Kazakhstan puts more emphasis on
individual work. One interesting thing highlighted by answers was that while one student answered
that people are the same, another one answered that people are different.

The interviews are conducted on one parent of disabled child, three disabled people. According
to the results of it, they all think that benefits allocated by the government are not enough for the
needs of disabled people by their experience, and that many educational institutions are not ready for
inclusive education. Furthermore, they all believe that there is a positive trend in Kazakhstan
regarding inclusion. All interviewees think that in rural areas conditions for people with disabilities
are not fully provided. 3 of them said that there are not enough conditions for disabled people in
Kazakhstan.

Inclusive society in Kazakhstan is being implemented successfully enough. There still exist

many barriers in all spheres of life against the realization of an inclusive society in the country.
